Neck Point Photo Shoot 

For this project you will be expected to take a wide variety of images and post your 5 strongest images on our face book page. Photographers will take hundreds of photographs on a shoot in order to ensure they get the best images so make sure you experiment and try new things. 

Here is a list of ideas to experiment with while at Neck Point:

Sunshine: explore different ways of capturing the sunlight!

Staged Subject: Can’t find something interesting, set up your  own interesting subject from the materials around you.

Lighting will be extremely important to your overall composition. Try not to over/under expose your images. If you have a chance to use the reflectors try and create unique lighting situations. If we are lucky enough to be in full sunlight keep your ISO low (100-400) for the clearest images.  

Focus: try using your manual focus setting to achieve some unique perspectives. Focus on areas and subjects that might not normally be in focus. Unless you are trying to achieve a specific blurred image, being a little out of focus normally doesn’t work. 

Try keeping your shutter speed at 1/60th of a second or faster to keep your images crisp. 

Aperture: The higher the F-Stop more of the area in your image will be in focus. This is called your depth of field. F-22 will keep everything in your image in focus, from your friend infront of you to the mountains across the strait.  By lowering your F-Stop ( 2.8 for example) the smaller the depth of field. This will blur your background while keeping your subject in focus. It will also give you a faster shutter speed for lower light situations. 

You will be marked on your 5 images you post to Facebook (20 marks total) each image will be marked out of 3; light/focus/interest. Its an easy 15 marks. You will again be expected to comment on your peers images. 5 comments for an additional 5 marks. 

Images from this photo walk may be used towards you photography projects. I have included the list of projects on the back of this page. 

You will be expected to have a total of 10 of your best images for each of the 10 projects you select. 

Good luck and have fun! I’m excited to see the results.

Digital Edits: using digital editing software you will manipulate, combine, and tweak an assortment of images to bring a new twist on the subjects.
*Traditional Portraits. Make sue of depth of field, focus and lighting to create a portrait of a person. Remember to use the composition (Rule of Thirds), Posing (Classic 1,2,3 pose) and background to help draw the views attention to your subject. Our goal will be to truly capture the spirit of your subject through photography. 

*Landscape. Use perspective, focus and lighting to create an interesting landscape that draws the viewer’s eyes to the important part of your picture. Pay attention to detail and use this as an opportunity to share Gods creation with others in a dramatic and dynamic way.
Seagulls. Photographing birds is more difficult than you think. Try to show the seagull in its natural environment (the air). Pay attention to focus and action. The subject must clear and distinct. 

*Movement. This photo will attempt to show movement. Pay attention to shutter speed and panning the camera to capture the subject and blur the background. You may also have a background that is in focus with a subject that is blurred as long as the subject is obvious. 

*Texture. This photograph will use shadow, lighting and focus to show the texture of a subject. Try to evoke in your viewer a sense that they are touching the object through your photo. 

*Close up. Try to show the complexity and beauty of common subjects seen in a new way through examining them close up. The proper use of depth of filed, macro and super macro settings, lighting and of course keeping your subject in focus are all key factors to consider. 

Low light. Create a photo that encompasses one of the other project ideas in a low light situation. Remember that digital systems do not work well in low light. Try to find a way to reduce digital noise or incorporate it in your photo. Use your imagination to make the low light limitation of your camera work for the photograph. Try and create a dynamic relationship between light and dark. 
*Capturing your Faith: using your faith as your inspiration. Use this projects as an opportunity to visually express and share your faith. This project will require a written summary and personal reflection on the photographs themselves and process of taking them. 

Story (5 pictures). Tell a store with these five sequential images, remember that each image must tell a piece of the story by itself as well. 

Depth of field. Make use of the smallest possible f stops to achieve a narrow depth of field to draw attention to your subject. Remember to pay attention to lighting, foreground and back ground, shutter speed and ISO to achieve the results you desire. 

*Perspective. The lines in a photo converge on a distant point to help to give depth to your pictures. Photograph a subject that displays this aspect in interesting ways. Often professional photographers use perspective to draw your eye to the object of interest. Be sure to include a Christian perspective or Christian idea for our point of interest. Pay attention to composition, focus, background and contrast to achieve this photo. 

*Other. The students’ choice of some other type of photography project may be used here, assignment must be approved by teacher prior to beginning.
