FUTURE FAMOUS EXPECTATIONS:
for our final class you MUST COME PREPARED with your 10 developed images.  This is a great chance to show off your work from the year, and you are allowed to choose any 10 images, regardless of subject matter (As long as its appropriate for a K-12 audience). You will be expected to develop your 10 best images. This can be a set of 10 unique and very different images showing your skill across all subject areas, or it can be a theme such as portraits, landscapes, or abstract work. Let your photographic personality show through your work. Heres the fine print:

1. All images should be edited to some extent, whether its vignette, contrast, cropping etc, to ensure you putting forward the best of that image
2. The images should represent a wide variety of subject matter, styles and photo techniques.  You should use images from as many field trips as possible. At least 1 image must utilize a ‘photoshopped’ technique. 

3. 2 image must be developed at 11x17 or 8x10 (Be aware of how these sizes crop when developed!!!!) Pre-size your image before sending to the printers. 

4. The remaining images must be 5x7 as the minimum size, NO 4x6!!!. I also suggest matte finish and you can do a border if you want to. Once again be aware of how a 5x7 image will crop your normal image. 

5. Next Tuesday you will be arranging and displaying them, as well as typing up a professional looking ‘header’ for your display. The name of your company should represent you or your style of work. Headers should be approximately 11 inches x 3 inches in size and include your name on it as well. (Not necessarily as the title)

6. Check your email/facebook this week incase the criteria changes. 
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The attached images demonstrates the differences in cropping. Your images on your camera will be a 4x6 equivalent and therefore will change when developed to a 5x7.
