· 15 marks: a detailed life cycle drawing: labeled including structures and paragraph describing what is happening.

· alternation of generation: reproduction.

· 6 marks: a description of the environment this organism thrives in.

· 6 marks : the role that it plays within its ecosystem

· 4 marks: a description of the similarities between the three phylum which link them together (show the phylums in order of increasing complexity).

· This should be written as a transition between the phylums.
